Florence Nightingale 
 

• Was a famous nurse who lived 
in the 1800s. 

• Cared for wounded soldiers 
during the Crimean War. 

• Improved hospitals by making 
them clean and safe.  

• Started the Nightingale 
Training School for nurses 

 

 

Mary Seacole 
 

• Was a famous nurse who lived 
in the 1800s. 

• Cared for wounded soldiers 
during the Crimean War. 

• Known as "Mother Seacole" 
and was respected by many. 

• Used special herbal medicines 
to help sick soldiers. 

 

Edith Cavell 
 

• Was a nurse during World 
War 1. 

• Would help any injured 
soldier, no matter where they 
came from. 

• Was arrested for helping 
soldiers escape Belgium.
