When travelling between places, we might cross different
continents and oceans.

There are seven continents: North America, South America,
Asia, Europe, Antarctica, Africa and Oceania.

Some continents are very big (like Asia and Africa) and others
are smaller (like Europe and Antarctica).

Antarctica

There are five oceans: the Pacific, the Atlantic, the Indian, the
Southern, and the Arctic.

The Pacific Ocean is the largest ocean.

Europe has the Arctic Ocean to the north and the Atlantic
Ocean to the west.

Maps have grids made up of
vertical (up and down) and
horizontal (left to right) lines.

Each square on the grid is
identified by a pair of
coordinates or grid
references (e.g., Al, C3).

The letter tells you which side
of the map.

The number tells you how far
up or down to go.
