Guru Nanak 

 
 

• Lived in modern-day Pakistan 
• Founder of Sikhism. 
• Disappeared into a river for 

three days and had a divine 
experience 

• After he died there were 9 
more human gurus. 

Guru Nanak taught about: 
one God, equality, sharing, 

honest living, helping others 
and remembering God. 

 

 
He introduced the langar. 

 
He taught that Sikhism 

should continue under a line 
of gurus. 

 
His teachings were recorded 

in hymns (shabads). 

 
Guru Gobind Singh said that 

Sikhs should defend the 
weak and fight for justice. 

 
He completed the Guru 

Granth Sahib, adding more 
hymns to the Sikh holy book.
