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Learning Overview

This half term, pupils will explore themselves and their identity in relation to the others in the class, considering their similarities and differences. The learning will build on ideas of
community and family with pupils exploring how each of us is unique as well as discussing the unique contributions of various social activists, both past and present. In science pupils will
focus on the human body, identifying the important role that each of our main body parts has, particularly in relation to the five main senses. As well as this, the pupils will begin a year-
long observation of the seasons, identifying the typical characteristics of each one, with a focus on Autumn. In geography, the pupils will begin to learn about the local area (Southfields)
and begin to identify where the school is located. They will then learn about the concepts of villages, towns and cities in relation to urban vs rural areas, before identifying some of the
physical and human features of the local area.

Christmas Puppets (Lesson 1 — 3):

Fabric is a material used to make
things like clothes and toys.
